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1.0 INTRODUCTION

Endeka Entertainment is proposing to construct a standardbred racetrack and casino in
Lawrence County in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. This development, when
completed, would offer a premier gambling space with 1,250 slots, 41 table games, and
10 poker games, in addition to a harness track for horse racing. The facility, Lawrence
Downs, would also offer between 220 and 240 restaurant seats for fine dining, and live
music.

The location is within close proximity of both-thé Greater Pittsburgh area and
Youngstown Ohio. As such, it'is likely to attract visitors from across state lines, resulting
in an importation of purchasing power into the Commonwealth for the benefit of
Commonwealth employment and Commonwealth tax revenues.

The purpose of this report is to identify and quantify the many economic impacts
associated with the construction and operation of the racetrack and casino, as well as
with the visitor spending it will draw. For the purposes. of this report, economic impacts
are sized to the Commonwealth-wide.level as well as to a.subset of the Commonwealth
that consists of Allegheny, Beaver, Butler, Mercer, and Lawrence counties (hereafter
referred to as “the Region”) (see Figure 1.1).

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2.0 ECONOMIC AND FISCAL IMPACT METHODOLOGY

2.1 Economic Impact Methodology

Economic activity generated by Lawrence Downs, in the form of upfront construction,
ongoing expenditures, and visitor spending, produces two kinds of spillover effects. First,
locally sourced materials generate increased business activity for local vendors, who in
turn ramp up their activities and their own,sourcing; this is known as the indirect effect.
Second, workers earn wages-and in turn spend a portion of their earnings within their
local economies; this is known as the‘induced effect. The composition and scale of these
spillover effects can be modeled using Regional Input-Output Modeling System (RIMS 11)
multiplier data provided by the US Department of Commerce Bureau of Economic
Analysis.’

In this way, one can model the total economic impact generated by Lawrence Downs. As
noted above, this impact will be sized to the-Region and Commonwealth levels. In other
words, direct expenditures generate economic activity that ripples out from Lawrence
Downs to touch the. entire.Region and Commonwealth. Since the Region is completely
contained within the Commonweaith, the: Commonwealth economic impact figures
include the Region economic impact figures, and thie difference between the two

. represents the amount of economlc "activity that takes place in the parts of the
Commonwealth outside Region.?

2.2 Fiscal Impact Methodology

The sum of the direct expenditures associated with Lawrence Downs and the spillover
impacts that result from them in.turn leadto various temporary and permanent:
expansions’in'various Commonwealth‘tax bases-and therefore generate one-time and
ongoing increases in Commonwealth tax-revenues:. These tax revenue increases can be
modeled by looking at the extent to WhICh various economic impacts increase various
parts of the Commonwealth economy.®

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3.0 ECONOMIC AND FISCAL IMPACTS OF UPFRONT
CONSTRUCTION OF LAWRENCE DOWNS

3.1 Overview

The first way in which Lawrence Downsiwill generate impacts within the Region and
Commonwealth is through upfront construction. During the-construction phase itself,
Lawrence Downs will represent many temporary employment.opportunities and a
significant amount of new demand for vendors within.the Region and Commonwealth.
This in turn generates spillover effects throughout the Region and Commonwealth,
supporting additional spending and employment.

3.2 Direct Expenditures from Upfront Construction

Total pro;ect costs for the casino and racetrack are anticipated to be about $233 million,
based on figures provuded by Endeka Entertainment. Of this-amount, about $101 m|I|!on
is considered modelable in termsof its direct impacton the Region and Commonwealth

. (see Table 3.1). Other expenditures.are partially or fully excluded because they do not
necessarily represent direct and immediate outlays within the Region and
Commonwealth and therefore are not likely to have nearly as much impact within the
Region and Commonwealth:

1. Land, financing, and cont:ngenc:es are typically excluded from input-output
analyses

2. Slot machines and FFE typically'involve out-of-state vendors, although a portion of
these expenditures are in-state, representlng the wholesaling, transportation, and
installation of these items.

3. Cage cash and licensing fees do not represent construction expenditures.

Next, it is necessary to translate these costs with the year associated with the most
recently available RIMS Il multipliers (2010). Using the gross;domestic product deflator
provided by the St. Louis Federal Reserve, the modelable costs were deflated into 2010
dollars, resulting in direct modelable construction expenditures of $97 million (see Table
3.2). :

3.3 Economic impact from Upfront Construction

The $97 million in direct expenditures assotiated with upfront construction of Lawrence
Downs will have a significant impact 'on the Region and Commonwealth economy (see
Table 3.3). Within the Region, there will be a.one-time impact-of about $190 million,
supporting about 1,400 jobs and about $60 million in earnings. Within the
Commonwealth, there will be a one-time impact of about $220 million, supporting about
1,700 jobs and about $70 million in earnings.

3.4 Industry Distribution of Economic Impact from Upfront Construction

While the construction industry will benefit the most from upfront construction of Lawrence
Downs, other industries will gain as well (see Table 3.4). Itis estimated that within the
. Region, about 62 percent of the one-time expenditure impact and about 63 percent of the
temporary employment impact will be in industries besides construction, and that within the
Commonwealth, about 67 percent of the.one-time expenditure impact and about 65 percent
of the temporary employment impact will be in industries besides construction.

3.5 Fiscal Impact from Upfront Construction

In addition to the economic impacts from upfront construction, the Commonwealth is also
expected to gain sizeable tax revenues from construction activity. The Commonwealth
will generate about $5 miflion in tax revenues from upfront construction (see Table 3.4).

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4.0 ECONOMIC AND FISCAL IMPACTS OF ONGOING
OPERATIONS OF LAWRENCE DOWNS

4.1 Overview

The second way in which Lawrence Downs will generate impacts within the Region.and
Commonwealth is through ongoing operations. Once construction has been completed,
Lawrence Downs will represent many permanent employment opportunities and a
significant amount of new ongoing demand for vendors within the Region and
Commonwealth. This in turn generates spillover effects throughout the Region and
Commonwealth, supporting additional.spending and.employment.

4.2 Direct Expenditures from Year 5§ Ongoing Operations

To properly account for what an average year would be for Lawrence Downs’ operations,
figures projected by Endeka Entertainment for the fifth year of operations were assumed
to represent steady state operations levels. This is because within the five-year ramp up

. period, Lawrence Downs projects to increase its market penetration by nine percent and
gaming revenues by thirty percent, whereas after-this five year period, gaming revenues
and market penetration increase at an organic rate of inflation.

As with the approach with upfront construction expenditures, two adjustments must be
made to projected expenditures:

1. First, a distinction must be made between modelable and unmodelable
expenditures, -with the latter being excluded:from input-output analysis because
they do not necessarily represent local expenditures that have a multiplier effect
within the Region and Commonwealth. 'In this case, a significant portion of
operating expenditures is.dccounted for in gaming taxes paid, for which it cannot
be assumed those funds are necessarily Used immediately within the Region and
Commonwealth with an attendant benefit to the Region and Commonwealth
economy.

2. Second, the modelable expenditure-numbers must be adjusted to 2010 terms so
that it is expressed in the sameterms as the multipliers used to estimate total
economic impact.

This two-step approach yields an estimated annual operating expenditure amount of
about $45 million (see Table 4.1).

4.3 Economic Impact from Year 5 Ongoing Operations

The $46 million in direct expenditures associated with ongoing operations of Lawrence
Downs will have a significant impaction the Region and Commonwealth economy (see
Table 4.2). Within the Region, there will be;an annual impact of about $68 million,
supporting about 660 jobs and about $1.7 million in earnings. Within the Commonwealth,
there will be an annual impact of about $77 million; supporting about 730 jobs and about
$20 million in earnings.

While’the_entertainment.industry‘wiII benefit the:most from ongoing operations of Lawrence
Downs, other industries will gain as well (see Table 4.3). Itis estimated that within.the
Region, about 75 percent of the annual expenditure |mpact and about 45 percent-of the
permanent employment impact will be in industries-besides entertainment, and that within
the Commonwealth, about 78 percent of the-annual expenditure impact and about 59
percent of the permanent employment impact will be in industries besides entertainment.

4.5 Fiscal Impact from Year 5 Ongoing Operations

In addition to the economic impacts from ongoing operations; the Commonwealth is also
expected to gain sizeable tax revenues.from operating actlwty The Commonwealth will
generate about $2 million per year in tax'revenues from ongoing operations (see Table

4.4). This comes from expansions in various: Commonwealth tax bases from the

economic activity generated by ongoing operations; and'is in addition to the.$71 million in
direct gaming tax revenues that will be paid mostly to the Commonwealth as well as to

various localities.

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5.0 ECONOMIC AND FISCAL IMPACTS OF VISITOR SPENDING
ATTRACTED BY LAWRENCE DOWNS

5.1 Overview

A third and impoertant way in which Lawrence Downs will generate impacts within the
Region and Commonwealth is by-attracting visitors to the.Region and Commonwealth. In
other words, Lawrence Downs will represent the importation of many visitors into the
Region and Commonwealth, whose spending supports employment and generates tax
revenue within the Region and Commonwealth.

5.2 Direct Expenditures from Visitor Spending

This category of direct expenditures associated with spending by visitors is by far the

most difficult one to estimate, because of the many relative unknowns: how many people

‘will visit the proposed development, where will they come from, and what will they spend

their money on. This:analysis was informed by numbers provided by Endeka

Entertainment and by consultants engaged by Endeka Entertainment in analyzing market
. demand and visitor composition, as well as by independent research and analysis.

Three data points from a November 2009 report by the Innovation Group were used as a
starting point. First is the number:and geographic: distribution of visitors.to Lawrence
Downs, as determined by capture rates from other nearby destinations. Based onthat
analysis, it is estimated that the proposed development will see about 2.91 million visitors
per year, of which about 2.0 million will be coming-from outsrde the Commonwealth (see
Table 5.1).

These visitors are sorted into spending profile.categories — in town, out of town day trip,

and out of town overnight (see Table 5.4) —

and each spending profile category is given

an estimated per-person spending amount {(see Table 5.5). Multiplying through yields an
estimated $104 million per year in spending generated by visitors of the proposed
development, of which about $64 million is considered new to the Commonwealth (see
Table 5.6). Note that this spending does not includé that which takes place at Lawrence
Downs since those dollars are already accounted for in the ongoing operations figures
from the previous section, but are rather additional dollars spent outside of Lawrence

Downs at other locations.

5.3 Economic Impact from Visitor Spending

The $63 million in direct expenditures associated with visitor spending attracted by
Lawrence Downs will have a significant impact on the Region and Commonwealth
economy (see Table 5.7). Within the Region, there will be an'annual impact of about
$114 million, supporting about 1,500 jobs and about $34 million in earnings. Within the
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Commeonwealth, there will be an annual impact of about $131 million, supporting about
1,700 jobs and about $41 million in earnings.

While the food and drink industry.will benefit the most from.ongoing operations of Lawrence

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APPENDIX A - ECONOMIC AND FISCAL IMPACT
METHODOLOGY ‘

A.1 History

The;theory behind input-output modeling stretches as far back 'as the mid 17th century,
when Sir William Petty described the interconnectedness of “production; distribution, and
wealth disposal.” While Perry can be credited with noticing links between economies,
input-output modeling did not begin to take true form until the mid 18th century, when
French physician Frangois Quesnay created the Tableau Economique. His work detailed
how'a landowner spends his earnings on goods from farms:and merchants, who in turn
spend their money on a host of goods and services. QOver the course of the century, an
algebraic-framework was added by Achitle- Nicholas Isnard. Robert Torrens and Léon
Walras refined the model by establlshlng the connections between profits and productlon

The modern input-output system can be-attributed to'Wassily Leontief. In his thesis “The
Economy as a Circular Flow” (1928), he outlined the economy as an integrated system of
linear equations. relating inputs and outputs. This framework soon gained popularity, and
became a widely accepted analytical tool. In 1936, Leontief produced the first input-

. output analysis of the US. Leontief's work-became.the US Department of Commerce’s
Bureau of Economic Analysis’s (BEA) standard benchmatk for US production in the
1950's. Leontief received a Nobel Prize for his work in 1973.

By the 1970's, the BEA had developed regional multipliers that could benchmark regional
production throughout the US. Through extensive:surveying, the impacts of each industry
could be determined at the individual county level. These multipliers later became known
as the Regional Input: Output Modeling System RIMS. These mu!tlphers would later be
improved in the 1980's and reclassified as RIMS II multipliers. This new system soon
became a trusted standard in economic.impact studies. The updated RIMS Il multipliers
show the effect on the local economy that localized expenditures have in terms of
employment, output, and earnings.

A.2 Application

The use and application of multipliers are fairly basic and intuitive. Multipliers, in their

most basic form, are the result of an algebraic analysis expressing howtwo inputs are

interconnected in the production of an output. The result of the equation generates a

multiplier that is broken down into direct, indirect, and induced effects. In a generalized

example:..if the multiplier for good“X" to good “Y” is 3, then the direct of good “X" on “Y" is

1, with indirect and induced effects of 2. Essentially, every unit of good “X" supports 2
. units of good "Y”.
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When implemented on, a large complex scale, such-as that of the:US economy or any
subsection of it, multiplier effects across-industries can be complicated. However, the
same general concept comes:into play. Each industry has largely. différent and varied
- inputs into other industries. The. quantity of the-output is:largely. decided by the.scale and
efficiency- of the'indusfries involved. As a result,.the sum of thp,se‘lr]pu,ts equates to an
output'product plus a value.added/component. By arranging these inputs and outputs by
industry in a matrix, and performing some;algebra to find the: Leontief inverse:matrix;
each industry's effect on final demand can be estimated.. Addl’uonally, the.direct, indirect,
and induced effects.can also be-determined. Direct effects include:direct: purchases for
production; indirect-effects include expenses during production, and induced effects
concern the expenditures of employees:directly involved with production. Using building
construction as an example, the directieffects'would inclide materials, brick, steel, and
mortar, the.indirect effects would irivolve the:steel fabrication, concrete mixing, and the
induced effects'would consider the construction workers purchases from their wages.
While iimpacts vary in-size; each industry has rippling effects: throughout the economy. By
using an input-output model, these effects can be more accurately quantified and”
explained.

RIMS Il is one of several p0pular ch0|ces for regional mput—output modeling, Each
system has ifs own nuances.in establlshmg proper location coefficients. RIMS Il uses a

. location quotient to-determine.its regional purchase coefficient.(RPC): This represents-the
proportion of demand for a good that is'filled locally; this assessment helps'determine-the
multiplier for the localizéd region: RIMS!II takes the multipliers and djvides them into.over
500 industry categories ih accordance to'the: Noith. Amefican. Industrlal Classification '
System (NAICS) codes. A comprehensive breakdown of a region’s;multipliers by industry
can be shown.

Despite the usefulness of input-output modeling, there are some shortcomings to the
system. Notably, input-output models ignore.economies:of scale. Input-output models
assume that costs and.inputs remain proportionatethrough different levels of production.
Eurther, multipliers.are not génerally updated on a timely basis; most multlpllers are
prone to be outdated with the current economy..If the mu_It_lpI:__ers are.sourced-from a year
of a recession economy, the multipliers may not accurately represent the flows from an
economic boom period. Additionally, the multipliers- may not capture sudden |egal or
technological changes which may improve or decrease. efficiency. in the production
process. Regardless, I-O models still serve as theistandard in the: estimatlon of local and
regional impacts.
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A.3 Economic Impact Model

The methedology and input-cutput model used in this economiciimpact analysis are.
considered standard for estimating such. expenditure impacts, and'the results.are
typically recognized as'reasonable and plausible effects, based on the.assumptions
(including data} used to generate;the |mpacts In general, one' can say that any economic
activity can be described in terms of the total output generated from every dollar of direct
expenditures. If an mdustry in.a.given region sells $1 million of its goods there is-a direct
infusion of $1 million into the region. These are-referred to.as direct expenditures.

However, the economic impact on the region-does notistop with that initial direct
expenditure. Regional suppliers to that. mdustry havealso been called upon‘to increase
their production to meet the needs.of the'industry’ to" produce thie:$1 rillion in goods sold. .
Further, suppliers of these samesuppliers mustalso increase production to meet-their
increased needs as well. These are réferred'to as indirect expenditures. In.addition,

these direct and indirect expenditures require;workers; and these workers must be:paid
for'their Iabor These wages and salaries will.in'turi;,.be spent’in part-on goods and
services produced locally, engenderlng another round of impacts. These are referred fo
as induced expenditures. :

Direct expenditures are fed into,a model.constructed by Econsult Solutions, Inc. and

.' based on RIMS |l data. The model then produices-a calculation. of thedotal expenditure
effect on the.regional economy. This total effect:includes theiinitial direct expenditure
effect, as well as the ripple effects described, the indirect'and induced expenditure effects
(see Figure A.1)}.

Part.of the total expenditure effect is actually thelincrease:in total wages and salaries
{usually referred.to as earnings), which the model-can separate from the expenditure
estimates. Direct payroll estimates are; fed intosthe "héusehold’ industry of the
input-output mode!. Impacts of this industry-are;estimated using the personal
consumption expenditure breakdown ofithe national input-oltput table and ar.e adjusted
to account for regional consumption spendrng and’leakages.from personal taxes and
savings. The direct, indirect, and induced-€arnings represent a

component of the-total economic impact attributableto wages ‘and salaries. Finally, the
model calculates.the total expenditures affecting the various industiies and translates this
estimate into an estimate of the total labor, (or;obs) required'to produce this output

In short, the input-output model.estimates:the total economic-activity in a regiori'th -at can
be attributed to the direct demand for the goods:of services of various industries. This
type of approach is used to estimate the total economic actrvrty attributable to the
expenditures associated with various types of spending in the region (see Figure A.1 and
Table A.1).

A.4 Fiscal Impact Model

The RIMS Il model provides. estimates. of the economic impact of a new project or
program on the regional economy. it does not, however, estimate the fiscal impact of the
increased economic activity on state and local governments. Econsuilt has constructed a
model that takes the output from the RIMS II'model and generates detailed estimates of
the increases in state and local tax collections that arise from the new project. Those
revenues are in fact a part of the total economic impact of a new project that is often
ignored in conventional economic impact analyses.
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The RIMS 1l model provides estimates of direct, indirect, and induced expenditures,
earnings, and employment within the. defined region. The Econsult fiscal impact model
combines: the- RIMS 1| output with the relevant tax types -and tax bases associated with
the jurisdiction or jurisdictions for which fiscal impact is being modeled. Specifically, the
estimated earnings supported by the difeét, indirect, and.induced expenditiires génerdted
by the model are used to appomon the net increase 'in 'the relevant tax bases and
therefore in those tax revénue categories, The Tesulting estimates represent the
projected: tax:-revenue gains to the jurisdiction orjurlsdlctlons as a result of the’increased
business activity and its attendant indirect and induced effects.

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2.0 ECONOMIC IMPACT METHODOLOGY

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3.0 ECONOMIC IMPACTS OF UPFRONT CONSTRUCTION OF
LAWRENCE DOWNS

3.1 Overview

The first way in which Lawrence Downs will generate impacts within the Region is
through upfront construction. During the construction phase itself, Lawrence Downs will
represent many temporary employment opportunities and a significant. amount of new
demand for vendors within the Region. This-in turn generates spiliover effects:throughout
the Region, supporting additional spending and employment.

o

3.2 Direct Expenditures from Upfront Construction

Total project-costs for the casino and racetrack are anticipated to be about $233 miilion,
based on figures provided by Endeka Entertainment. These figures were examined and
found to be within suitable industry averages, for projects of this nature and scale, as
based on comparable projects for which Econsult Solutions, Inc: has completed similar
analyses.

Of this amount; about $101 million is considered modelable in terms of its direct impact
on the Region (see Table 3.1). Other expenditures are partially or fully excluded because
they do not necessarily represent direct and immediate-outlays within the Region and
therefore are not likely to have nearly as much impact within the Region:

1. Land, financing, and contingencies are typically excluded from input-output
analyses.

2. Slot machines and FFE.typically involve:out-of-state vendors, although a portion of
these expenditures are in-state, representing the wholesaling, transportation, and
installation of these items.

3. Cage cash and licensing fees do not represent construction expenditures.

Next, it is necessary to translate these costs with the year associated with the most
recently available RIMS Il multipliers (2010).

3.3 Economic Impact from Upfront Construction

The $97 miltion in direct expenditures associated with upfront construction of Lawrence
Downs will have a significant impact on the Region economy (see Table 3.4), Within the
Region, there will be a one-time impact of about $190 million, supporting about 1,400
jobs and about $60 million in earnings. The employment estlmate of about 1,400 jobs
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supported by upfront construction is determined. by applying the appropriate RIMS
multipliers to the modelable expenditures (see Table 3.5).

3.4 Industry Distribution of Economic Impact from Upfront Construction

While the construction industry will benefit the most from upfront construction of Lawrence
Downs, other industries will gain as well (see Table. 3. 6). Itis estimated that within the

Region, about 62 percent of the one-tlme expenditure impact and about-63 percent of the
temporary employment impact will be i in industries besides construction.

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4.0 ECONOMIC IMPACTS OF ONGOING OPERATIONS OF
LAWRENCE DOWNS

4.1 Overview

The second way in which Lawrence Downs will generate impacts within the Region is
through ongoing operations. Once construction has been completed, Lawrence Downs
will represent many permanent employment opportunities and a significant amount of
new ongoing demand for vendors within the Region. This in turn generates.spillover
effects throughout the Region, supporting additional spending and employment.

4.2 Direct Expenditures from Year 1 Ongoing Operations

Projected. Year 1 operations figures were provided by Endeka Entertainment. These
figures were examined and found to be within suitable. industry averages for projects of
this nature and scale, as based on comparable projects for which Econsult Solutions, Inc.
has completed similar analyses.

As with the approach with upfront construction expenditures, two adjustments must be
made to projected expenditures:

1. First, a distinction must be made between modelable:and unmodelable "
expenditures, with the latter being excluded from input-output analysis because
they do not necessarily represent Iocal expenditures that have a multiplier effect
within the Region. In this case, a significant portion of operating expenditures is
accounted for in gaming taxes paid, for which it.cannot be assumed. those funds
are necessarily used immediately within the; Region'with an attendant benefit to
the Region economy.

2. Second, the modelable expenditure n.umbers must beadjusted to 2010 terms so
that it is expressed in the same terms as the multipliers used to estimate total
economic impact,

This two-step approach yields an estimated annual operating expenditure amount of
about $37 million (see Table 4.1).

4.3 Economic Impactfrom Year 1 Ongoing Operations

The $37 million in direct expenditures associated with ongoing operations of Lawrence
Downs will have a significant impact.on the Region economy (see Table 4.3). Within the
Region, there will be an annual impact of about $55 million, supporting about 520 jobs
and about $22 million in earnings. The employment-estimate of about 520 jobs
supported by ongoing operations is determined by applying the appropriate RIMS Il
multipliers to the modelable expenditures-(see Table 4.4).

4.4 Industry Distribution of Economic Impact from Year 1 Ongoing
Operations

While the rea! estate and entertainment industries will benefit the most from ongoing
operations of Lawrence Downs, other industries will gain as well (see Table 4.5). Itis
estimated that-within the Region, about 72 percent of the annual expenditure impact to the
Region, and 75 percent of the expenditure impact to the' Commonwealth will benefit other
industries besides real estate. For the employment:impact, 58 percent of the employment
impact in the Region, and 60 percent of the employment impact will benefit other industries
besides entertainment.

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5.0 ECONOMIC IMPACTS OF VISITOR SPENDING ATTRACTED BY
LAWRENCE DOWNS

5.1 Overview

A third and important way in which Lawrence Downs:will generate impacts within the
Region is by attracting visitors to the Region. In other words, Lawrence Downs will
represent the importation of many wvisitors into the Region, whose spending supports
employment and generates tax revenue within the Region.

5.2 Direct Expenditures from Visitor Spending

This category of direct expenditures associated with spending by visitors is by far the
most difficult one to estimate, because.of the many relative unknowns: how many people
will visit the proposed development, where will they come from, and what will they spend
their money on. This analysis was informed by numbers provided by Endeka
Entertainment and by consuitants engaged by Endéka Entertainment in analyzing market
demand‘and visitor composition; as well as by independent research and analysis.®

. These figures were examined and found to be within suitable industry averages for
projects of this nature and scale, as based on comparable projects for which Econsuit
Solutions, Inc. has completed similar analyses.

Three data points from a November 2009 report by the Innovation Group were used as a
starting point. First is the number and geographic distribution of visitors to Lawrence
Downs, as determined by capture rates from other nearby destinations. Based on that
analysrs it is estimated that the proposed development will see about 2.91 million visitors
per year, of which about 2.0 million will be coming from outside the Commonwealth (see
Table 5.1).

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6.0 EB-5 ELIGIBLE EMPLOYMENT IMPACT

4.1 Overview

Determining eligibility for funding through the US Citizenship and Immigration Services'
EB-5 Immigrant Investor Program.requires not only éstimating the number of jobs that
may be supported by the applicant project but aiso' whether these represent net new jobs
supported instead of jobs that are supported by existing activity that is shifting from
elsewhere. Therefore, the purpose of this'section is to discuss to what.extent the_jobs
supported by upfront construction, ongoing operations, and visitor spending of Lawrence
Downs are in fact net new jobs, and from there to determine what level of EB-5 funding
Lawrence Downs may be eligible for.

6.2 Net New Job Creation in Upfront Construction and Ongoing
Operations

Continued high unemployment suggests' that the temporary jobs created by upfront
construction of Lawrence Downs and the permanent jobs created by ongoing.operations
of Lawrence Downs will in fact result in net new job création commensurate with the
estimates made in this report. This is because the exrstence of the high number of job
seekers currently residing in the Region means that many openings associated with
upfront construction and ongoing operations will be filled by peopie who are not currently
employed. Furthermore, if any openings are filled by people.who:are currently employed,;
those internal shifts in turn create openings that can be filled by the-currently
unemployed. Therefore, it is believed that'the:job.estimates for upfront construction and
ongoing operations do in fact represent'net new job creation.

6.3 Net New Job Creation in Visitor Spending

Conversely, visitor spending may partially or fully represent an internal shifting of
spending and therefore of supported employment. This.is less true at more localized

. levels than at larger levels, and at a.national level it is possible that visitor spending is
fully represented by intemal shifting of existing spending rather than the creation of new
spending. Therefore, net new jobs.supported by visitor spending may be-as high as the
estimates made in the previous section (i.e. all visitor spending is net new and therefore
so are the jobs supported by.it) and as low-as zero (i.e. all visitor spending is shifted from
existing locations and therefore there are no net'new jobs supported by it).

6.4 EB-5 Eligible Jobs

EB-5 eligible jobs include indirect employment from upfront construction phases and total
employment (direct and indirect) from all other phases.. As noted above, it'is possible
that the visitor spending employment: impadts are partially or fully representative of
internal shifting of jobs rather than net new creation of jobs, and therefore a range of
eligible jobs is presented for that phase. Based on this approach, the total EB-5 eligible
jobs associated with Lawrence Downs is 1,180 to 2,723, which represents an eligibility of
up to $59 million to $136 million in funding based on a ratio of $500,000 in funding per 10
eligible jobs {see Table 6.2).

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APPENDIX B - ECONOMIC IMPACT METHODOLOGY

B.1 History

The theory behind input-output modeling stretches as far back as the mid 17th century,
when Sir William Petty described the interconnectedness of “production, distribution, and
wealth disposal.” While Perry can be credited with noticing links between econonmies,
input-output modeling did not begin to take true form-until the mid 18th century, when
French physician Frangois Quesnay created the Tableau Economique. His work detailed
how a landowner spends his earnings on goods from farms and merchants, who in turn
spend their money on a host of goods and services. Over the course of the century, an
algebraic framework was added by Achille-Nicholas Isnard. Robert Torrens and Léon
Walras refined the model by establishing the connections between profits and production.

The modern input-output system can be attributed to Wassily Leontief. In his thesis, “The
Economy as a Circular Flow" (1928), he outlined the economy as an integrated system of
linear equations-relating inputs and outputs. This framework soon gained popularity, and
became a widely accepted analytical tool. In 1936, Leontief produced the first input-
output analysis.of the US. Leontief's work became the US Department of Commerce's
Bureau of Economic Analysis's (BEA) standard benchmark for S production in the
1950's. Leontief received a Nobe! Prize for his work in 1973,

By the 1970’s, the BEA had developed regional multipliers that could benchmark regional
production throughout the US. Through extensive survéying, the impacts of each industry
could be-determined at the individual county level. These'multipliers later became known
as the Regional input-Output Modeling System, RIMS. These muitipliers would iater be
improved in the 1980’s and reclassified as RIMS I multipliers. This new system soon
became a trusted standard in economic impact:studies. The updated RIMS 1l multipliers
show the effect on the local economy that localized expenditures have in terms of
employment, output, and earnings. -

B.2 Application

The use and application of multipliers are fairly basic and intuitive. Multipliers; in their
most basic form, are the result of an algebraic analysis expressing how two inputs are
interconnected in the production of an output. The result of the equation generates a
multipiier that is broken down into direct, indirect, and induced effects. In a generalized
example: if the multlpller for good-“X" to good “Y" is 3, then the direct of good “X” on "Y" is
1, with indirect and induced effects of 2. Essentially, every unit of good “X" supports 2
units of good “Y™".
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When implemented on a large complex scale, such as that of the- US economy or any
subsection of it; multiplier effects across industries can be complicated. However, the
same general concept comes into play. Each industry has largely different-and varied
inputs into other industries. The quantity of the output is largely decided by the scale and
efficiency of the industries involved. As a result, the sum of those inputs equates to an
output product plus a value added/component. By arranging these inputs and outputs by
industry in a matrix, and performing some algebra to find the Leontief inverse matrix,
each industry’s effect on final demand can.be estimated. Additionally, the direct, indirect,
and induced effects can also be determined. Direct effects include direct purchases for
production, indirect effects include expenses during production and induced effects
concern the expenditures of employees directly involved with production. Using building
construction as an example, the direct effects would include materials, brick, steel, and
mortar, the'indirect effects would involve the steel fabrication, concrete mixing, and the
induced effects-would consider the construction workers purchases from their wages.
White impacts vary in size, each'industry-has rippling éffects throughout the economy. By
using an input-output model, these effects cah.be more accurately quantified and
explained.

RIMS Il is ane of several popular choices for regional input-output modeling. Each
system has its own nuances in establishing proper location coefficients. RIMS Il uses a
location guotient to detérmine its regjonal purchase coefficient (RPC). This represents the

. proportion of demand for a good-that is filled locally; this assessment helps determine the
multiplier for the localized region. RIMS.|I takes the mulitipliers and divides them’into over
500 industry categories in accordance to'the North American Industrial Classification
System (NAICS) codes.-A comprehensive breakdown of a region’s multipliers by industry
can be shown.

Despite the usefulness of input-output modeling, there are some shortcomings to the
system. Notably, input-output models ignore economies of scale. Input-output models
assume that costs and inputs remain'proportionate through different levels of production.
Further, multipliers are not generally updated o a timely basis; most multipliers are
prone to be outdated with the current economy. If the multipliers are sourced from a year
of a recession economy, the multipliers may not accurately represent the flows from an
economic boom period. Additionally, the multipliers may not capture sudden legal or
technological changes which may improve or decrease efficiency in the production
process. Regardless, I-O models still serve as the standard in the estimation of local and
regional impacts.
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B.3 Economic Impact Model

The methodology and input-output model used in this economic.impact analysis are
considered standard for estimating such expenditure impacts, and the results are
typically recognized as reasonable and plausible effects, based on the assumptions
(including data) used to generate the impacts. In general, one can say that any economic
activity can be described in terms of the total output generated from every-dollar of direct
expenditures. If an industry in a given region.sells $1 million of its goods, there is a direct
infusion of $1 million into the region. These-are refefred to as’direct expenditures.

However, the economic impact on the region does not stop with.that initial direct
expenditure. Regional suppliers to that industry have also been called upon to increase
their production to meet the needs of the industry to produce the $1 million in goods sold.
Further, suppliers of these same suppliers' must also increase production to meet their
increased needs as well. These are referred to as<indirect expenditures. In addition,
these direct and indirect expenditures require workers, and these workers must be paid
for their labor. These wages and salaries will, in furn, be spent in part on goods and
services produced locally, engendering another round of impacts. These are referred to
as induced expenditures.

. Direct expenditures are fed into a model constructed by Econsult Solutions, Inc. and

. based on RIMS Il data. The model then produces a.calcuiation of the total expenditure
effect on the regional economy. This total effect includes-the initial direct expenditure
effect, as well as the ripple effects described, the indirect and induced expenditure effects
(see Figure A.1).

Part of the fotal expenditure effect is actually the increase in total wages and salaries
(usually referred to as earmnings), which the model can separate from-the expenditure
estimates. Direct payrol| estimates are fed into'the *household’ industry of the
input-output model. Impacts of this industry are estimated using the personal
consumption expenditure breakdown of the national input-output table and are adjusted

" to account for regional consumption spending and leakages from personal taxes and
savings. The direct, indirect; and induced earnings represent a
component of the total economic.impact-attributable to wages and salaries. Finally, the
model caiculates the total expenditures affecting the various industries and transiates this
estimate into an estimate of the total labor (or jobs) required to produce this output.

In short, the input-output model estimates the total economic activity in a region that can
be attributed to the direct demand for the goods or services of various industries. This
type of approach is used to estimate the total economic activity attributable to the
expenditures associated with various types of spending in the region (see Figure B.t and
Table B.1).

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FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Findings
The following findings were developed through the analyses associated with this Traffic Impact Assessment:

» Development trips will be comprised of two main components: the Casino {with 1496 gaming
positions) and Racetrack (with 1260 grandstand seats). The site is expecied to-generate 588
Friday peak hour trips and 763 Saturday peak hour trips.

> Al study intersections currently operate at overall intersection LOS C or better during both
the Friday and Saturday peak hours and will continue to operate at LOS-C or better under
,2020 No Build conditions. This LOS is consistent with acceptable LOS for rural intersections.

» Reviewed crash data indicates .a total of 113 crashes occurred within the study area during
the latest 5 year study- penod including four (4)- fatals. A cluster of 8 crashes occurred at the
intersection of Route 422:and SR 551. A cluster of 12 crashes occurred at the intersection of
Route 422 and SR 4004,

> The proposed site access intersection with Route 422 will operate at an overall intérsection
LOS F with no improvements under 2020 build conditions.

»> All other study intersections will continue to operate at overall LOS C or better under 2020
build conditions. None of these intersections will experience overall intersection delay
increases greater than 10 seconds.

» A peak hour traffic volume signal warrant is satisfied at the.intersection of Route 422 and the
main site access under 2020 build conditions. A signal would likely be warranted based on
traffic volumes upon the opening of the proposed site.

Recommendations

The following recommendations should be considered upon the development of the Lawrence Downs Casino
and Racetrack site:

> Reconstruct the Baird Road intersection with Route 422 such that Baird Road will intersect -
the new site access drive approximately 500 feet- south of Route 422, Align the new site
access such that it ties into Route 422 at a 90 degree angle.

» Widen Route 422 to provide a westbound left turn lane at the site entrance with 275 feet of
starage, and an eastbound right turn lane at the site entrance with 375 feet of storage.

» Provide for two left turn lanes and a right turn lane configuration on the site access drive
approach {o Route 422.

Install a traffic signal at the intersection of Route 422 and the site access drive. Provide a
protected / permitted left turn phase for the westbound left turn movement into the site.

In conclusion, if those recommendations suggested above are implemented as part of the Lawrence Downs
Casino and Racetrack project, there will be nominal impacts on the surrounding transportation system.

Endeka is proposing to construct a casino and horse racetrack, Lawrence Downs Casino and Racetrack
{Casino), in Mahoning Township, Lawrence County, Pennsylvania. The;site is located on the south side of
Bénjamin Franklin Highway (SR 0422), befween Baird Road (T- 505) and North Edinburg Road (SR 0551).
The Lawrence Downs Casino and Racetrack is planned to open late spring.2015 and is anticipated to consist
of:

+ 41 table games,

« Horse Racetrack, Grandstand, Stables and Paddocks,
Food/heverage and entertainment venues, .and
Parking for approximately 2,000 vehicles.

Access to Lawrence Downs Casino and Racetrack will be provided-via-two main access drives. The primary
access will be from US Route 422 (Benjamin Franklin Highway). Baird Road is proposed to be realigned to
tie into the site access approximately 500 feetisouth of the existing intersection’with US Route 422. The site
access will then intersect US Route- 422 at:the location of the existing Baird Road intersection.. A secondary
site access is proposed from North Edinburg Road (SR 0551).

This Transportation Impact Assessment (TIA} addresses the anticipated, impact of‘the proposed Casino
complex along the adjacent roadway system and recommends potential improvements. The TIA will establish
2013 existing, 2020 “no build" (without casino traffic) and“build® (with-casino traffic) condmons The scope of
the TIA.was developed to satisfy the requirements of the Pennsylvania. Gaming Control Board (PGCB) casino
license application requirements.

Based on Pennoni's previous casino-oriented T1S.experience, combined with our knowledge of casine traffic
operations, we studied the Friday and Saturday:afternoon/evening penods analyzing a combination of street
peak and (typical) casino peak hours. While Friday and Saturday evenings are'“typical® peak casino patron
visitation periods, Friday (late afternoon) and Saturday mid:afternoon periads often have the highest volumes
of street traffic. Subsequently. Peak Hour selection is critical to our analyses as the peak hours of adjacent
street traffic and Casino peak trip generation do. not typically .coincide; however, for this rural location,
Pennoni analyzed those periods that would likely represent the “busiest™traffic periods of a typical week.

STUDY METHODOLOGY

The analysis contained herein have generally been conducted in accordance with guidelines presented in
Pennsylvania Department of Transportation's (PennDOT) Policies and Procedures for Transportation Impact
Studies, dated January 28, 2008. Two analysis years have been cons:dered for this TIA; existing baseline traffic
condilions, and (future} 2020 traffic conditions. The 2020 analyses |nclude an assessment of the operationa!
conditions of the study intersections under “no buiild” and “build” scenarics. Mitigation is assessed for intersections
that experience an overall level of service drop and delay increase of more:than ten {10) seconds from the “no
build” to *build” conditions. Level of service is a measure of operating conditions discussed in detail in Appendix

STUDY AREA

FIGURE 1 shows the primary study area for this'proposed casino and racetrack in Mahoning Township,
lawrence County, PA. This study area encomipasses the following roadways-and intersections:

Roadways

US Route 422 (Benjamin Franklin Highway) is a two-way, primary arterial that runs in a general
eastiwest direction, with two westbound lanes-and cone .eastbound lane in the vicinity of the site.
There are 8 foot wide paved shoulders in both the eastbound and westbound directions. The speed
limit is assumed to be 55mph as there is no posted speed-limit in- the study area. Traffic volumes
range from 4,075 to 5,336 vehicles per day (according to'PennDOT iTMS data) along us Route 422
in the study area.

SR 551 (North Edinburg Road} is a two-way, rural major collector that runs in a general north/south
direction, with one lane in_each direction. There are 2-4 foot wide paved shoulders in both the
northbound and southbound directions, The posted speed limit is: 45 mph. SR 551 carries a traffic
volume of 1,025 vehicles per day (according to PennDOT iTMS data) in the vicinity of the site.

SR 40064 (Harbor Bridge — Edinburg Road) is a two-way, rural major coliector that runs in-a general
north/south direction, with one lane in each direction. There are 2-4 foot wide paved shoulders in
both the northbound and southbound directions. The ADT north of Route 422 is 6,596 vpd, while the
ADT south of Route 422 is 2,499 vehicles perday (according to- PennDOT iTMS data).

Hillsville Road is a two-way, rural, Township, roadway that runs in the general north/south direction,
with a single lane in each direction and no marked shoulders. The posted speed limit is 40 mph.

Baird Road is a two-way,rural, Township roadway that runs in the general nofth[south direction, with
a singie lane in each direction and no-marked shoulders.

422 and a red ftashing operation on SR-551. The northbound and southbound approaches of SR 551
are single lane approaches with channelized right turn lanes.

The
westbound approach of Route 422 consists of two through lanes, with the leftmost lane being a
shared left/through lane.

US Route 422 and Hillsville Road is an unsignalized, intersection. The Hillsville Road approaches
are STOP controlled. The northbound and southbound approaches of Hillsville Road .are single fane
approaches. The eastbound and westbound approaches of Route 422 consist of separate left turn
lanes and ashared through/right lane. .

SR 60.Southbound Off-Ramp and Harbor Bridge-Edinburg Road is an unsignalized intersection.
The SR 60 off-ramp is STOP contrélled. All approaches are single lane approaches.

FIGURE 2 shows the existing intersection lane.geometry and traffic control.

EXISTING TRAFFIC CONDITIONS

Data Collection

Turning movement counts, including heavy vehicles and buses, pedesirians and bicycles were conducted on
a Friday (February 22, 2013 with schools in session) from 4:00 PM — 8:00 PM and on Saturday (February 23,
2013) from 4:00 PM - 8:00 PM at the intersection of US Route 422 and Harbor Bridge — Edinburg:Road {SR
4004). Data for the remaining intersections was derived using counts collected as part of a TIS completed for
the site in 2007 by Michael Baker Jr., Inc. (Baker). A comparative, analyS|s method was used to develop a
short-term growth factor to convert 2007 traffic count data to 2013 existing conditions.

A comparison of count data for the aforementioned intersection determined that between 2007 and 2013,
traffic volumes increased approximately 40% on Friday aftemoon, while Saturday. afterncon traffic increases
were essentially “flat”. A call'to Mahoning Township indicated that no S|gn|f cant developments have occurred
within the area since a Wal-Mart was built approximately 10 years ago. Since the Saturday 2013 count
volumes were comparable to those counted by Baker in 2007 it is our professional opinion that either a
seasonal andfor non-recurring event.caused the count volume differentials at the SR 422/Harbor Bridge-
Edinburg Rd intersection. To be conservative for this study, Pennoni traffic engineers projected Baker’s 2007
Friday PM traffic counts for all other study intersections by approximately 40% to emulate 2013 volumes at
other study intersections; while maintaining a "flat growth” projection for those same intersections for-a typical
2013 Saturday.
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Study periods were chosen to coincide with peak traffic periods on the adjacent roadway network (typically
4:00 PM to 6:00 PM) on a typical weekday. For:this Casino location, the peak hours of trip generation for a
casino complex during the weekends are antlc:|pated to-occur between the hours of 4:00 PM and 8:00 PM on
Friday and Saturday evenings.

The existing turning movement traffic volumes for the intersections within the study area are illustrated on
FIGURE 3. Copies of the manual traffic count data are provided in APPENDIX A. A copy of the referenced
information from the Valley View Downs TIS is included in REFERENCES

Existing Levels of Service/Queue Analysis

The performance of the study intersections under existing conditions was ‘evaluated through a qualitative
measure of operating conditions called Levels of Service. Six levels of Service (LOS) are defined with letter
designations from ‘A’ to ‘F’. Level of Service ‘C’ or betlter’is consndered acceptable, with a threshold of Level of
Service ‘D' in urban areas: Levels of Service are: determlned through analysis procedures outlined in the 2010
Highway Capacity Manual (Transportanon Research Board Washington, D.C.). Level of Service Criteria is
provided in APPENDIX B.

Levels of Service for signalized intersections are based on average delay-experienced by motorists passing
the intersection. The delay-is based on the results of the capacity analysis: (rate of demand flow to capacity)
and other important variables such as quality of progression, cycle length, and ratio of ‘green time. Field
observations were conducted to verify the existing traffic sngnal phasing, cycle lengths “green times and
clearance intervals. The field verified timings were utilized to evaluate the operation of signalized
intersections. A-copy of the existing traffic signal permit plan for Route 422 and SR 4004 was obtained from
PennDOT and is provided in APPENDIX C.

The operational analyses of the study intersections under all conditions were performed using Synchro
(Version 8.0, build 803) software. All study -intersections currently operaie at overall LOS C or better. A
summary of existing conditions levels of service data and the. 95"-percentile queue lengths of all the study
intersections are provided in TABLE 1. Detailed outputs of ‘the 2013 “Existing” conditions analyses are
provided in APPENDIX D.

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Crash Analysis

Crash histories, engineering extracts summaries and resume pages forthe study area were obfained from
PennDOT's Bureau of Highway Safety and Traffic Engineering. Crash data was obtained for the latest 5 year
period available {January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2011) for the following roadway segments/offsets:

* SR 0422 from 0060/0000 to 0194/1400
SR 0551 from 0240/0000 to 0260/0300
* SR 4004 from 0040/2000 to 0060/0300

Review of the crash data indicates that a total of 1.13 crashes occurred on the roadway limits above during the
5 year study period. A cluster of 8 crashes occurred at the intersection of Route 422 and SR 551. A cluster
of 12 crashes occurred at the intersection of Route 422 and SR 4004. Specific crash causes and types are
summarized below:

* 14 snow/ice related crashes
s 12 crashes involved deer

* 4 fatal crashes

s B major injury crashes

All fatal erashes occurred on Route 422 or at.intersections with Route 422, One of the fatal crashes was
snowfice related, one was alcohol related, and two were. angle crashes caused by vehicles turning without
clearance from side streets onto Route 422.

Pursuant to 75 PA Code Section 3754, the crash history provided by PennDOT is confidential, and
publication, reproduction, refease or discussion of these materals is expressly prohibited without the specific
written consent of PennDOT. Since this TIA will become pubiic record the’ crash data has not been included
in the TIA. Consequently, we cannot release the crash analysis which has been performed using-the crash
data from PennDOT, as this would constitute a discussion of the materials. The. PennDOTlog number can be
provided should interested parties wish to request data from PennDOT.

FUTURE NO BUILD TRAFFIC CONDITIONS

Programmed Roadway Improvements

Based on correspondence with PennDOT there are no Programmed Roadway Improvements projects or
committed developments within:the study area which would impact the analyses at study area intersections.

No Build Traffic Volumes

In order to account for general traffic growth in the area, an annual background growth rate is typically applied
to existing traffic volumes on the study area roadways. An annual background growth rate of 0.5% per year
has been established by PennDOT's Bureau of Planning and Research fgr rural, non-interstate roadways in
Lawrence County. Traffic volumes associated with specific developments in the study area are typicaily added
to the background traffic in developing the future “no build” volumes. Since there are no committed developments
within the study area, future "no build” volumes. were developed by applying the 0.5% annual growth rate to 2013
traffic volumes. A copy of the documentation on-annual growth rates is provided in APPENDIX E.

The 2020 No Build peak hour traffic volumes are illustrated in FIGURE 4,

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FUTURE BUILD TRAFFIC CONDITIONS

Access to Lawrence Downs Casino and Racetrack will be provided via two (2) access drives, The primary
access will be from US Route 422 (Benjamin Franklln nghway) The site access will then intersect US
Route 422 at the location of the exlstmg Baird Road intersection. A secondary site access is proposed from
North Edinburg Road (SR’ 0551). ltis antlt:lpated that this access drive will primarily be utilized by Casino
employees and delivery vehicles.

Trip Generation

Development trips were generated for the site based on two main “"destination” components: the Casino (with
1496 gaming positions) and the horse racetrack (with 1260 grandstand seats). The number of gaming
positions for the Casino is broken down as follows:

+ 1250 slot machines
» 41 table games (6 seatsftable) = 246 gaming posmons
» Total Gaming Positions = 1496

Projected peak hour trips {per gaming position) for the ¢asind’s Friday and Saturday evening peak periods are
based on.the trip generation rates developed in the original Traffic Impact Study for the site. ‘The TIS for the
site (previously known as Valley Vlew Downs Racetrack and Casino) documented ‘actual vehicle trips
generated by a similar facility; “The Meadows: Casino & Racetrack” located in Washington, PA,
approximately 75 miles south- of the proposed Lawrence Downs Casino & Racetrack(See REFERENCES)
Project peak hour trips for the horse racetrack were developed using ITE's Trip Generation (9 Edition).-

TABLE 3 summarizes the anticipated peak hour trips to/from the proposed casino during the Fn‘day PM and
Saturday PM peaks.

Trip Distribution and Assignment

The new vehicle trips generated by the site development were distributed and assigned to the roadway
network based on a review of existing count data, regional traffic routes, and existing travel patterns determined
from precious traffic studies. Baird Road is should be realigned to tie into the site access approximately 500
feet south of the existing intersection with US Route 422 to consolidate future traffic at this proposed main

Build Traffic Volumes

The traffic volimes generated by the proposed. site were added to the.2020 No Build traffic volumes to develop
the 2020 Build traffic volumes. These traffic volumes-are illustrated on FIGURE 8.

Build Levels of Service/Queue Analysis

Operations of the study intersections during the peak hours were evaluated for the 2020 Build traffic scenario. All
study intersections are projected. to continue to operate at an overall LOS C' or better during both Frday and
Saturday peak hours except the existing unsignalized intersection of Route, 422 & Baird Road/ Proposed Site
Entrance. With no improvements, the unsignalized lntersectlon would operate at an overall LOS F during the
Saturday peak hour with a volumefcapacity rafio of over 2.5 on the STOP confrolled approach to Route 422.
TABLE 5 provides a summary of the resuits of the Build analysis. Detailed outputs of the 2020 “Build”
conditions analyses are provided in APPENDIX G.

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FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Findings
The foilowing findings were developed through the analyses associated with this Traffic impact Assessment:

» ‘Dévelopment-trips will be comprised.of two main components: the Casino (with 1496 gaming
positions) and Racetrack (with 1260 grandstand seats). The site is expected to generate 588
new Friday peak hour trips and 763 new Saturday peak hour trips.

> All study intersections currentiy operate at overall intersection LOS C or beiter during both
the Friday and Saturday peak hours and will continue to operate at LOS C or better under
2020 No Build conditions.. This LOS'is consistent with acceptable LOS for rural intersections.

» Reviewed crash data indicates a total of 113 crashes occurred within the study area during
the latest 5 year'study period:. mcludang four'(4) fatais. A-cluster of 8 crashes occurred at the
intersection of Route 422 and SR 551 A cluster of 12 crashes occurred at the intersection of
Route 422 and SR 4004,

> The proposed site access intersection with Route 422 will operate at an overall intersection
LOS F with no improvemenis under 2020 build conditions.

All other study intersections will continue to operate at overall LOS C or better under 2020
build conditions. None of these intersections will experience overall intersection delay
increases greater than 10 seconds.

.» Peak hour traffic volume signal warrants are satisfied-at the.intersection of Route 422 and the
main site access under 2020 build.conditions. A _signal would likely be warranted based on
traffic volumes upon the opening of the proposed site.

Recommendations

The following recommendations should be considered upon the development of the Lawrence Downs Casino
and Racetrack site:

> Reconstruct the Baird Road intersection with Route 422 such that Baird Road will intersect
the new site access drive approximately 500 feet.south of Route 422. Align the new site
access such that it ties into Route 422 'at a2 90 degree angle.

» Widen Route 422 to provide a westbound left.turn lane atthe site entrance with 275 feet of
storage, and an eastbound right turn lane at the site. entrance with 375 feet of storage.

> .Provide for two left turn lanes and a right turn lane configuration for the *high volume” site
access drive approach to Route 422.

> Install a traffic signal at the intersection of Route 422 and the site access drive. Provide a
protected / permitted left turn phaseifor the westbound left turn movement into the site.

In conclusion, if those recommendations suggested above are implemented as part of the Lawrence Downs
Casino and Racetrack project, there will be nominal impacts on the surrounding transportation system.
